BrewerEtAlComb48.xls contains the raw data used to calculate the 1294 regressions used in Part 3 of the submission. 

Its top Row (unnumbered) has 85 column headings, of which 83 indicate survey items. 
Row 1 contains abbreviated column headings for those 83 survey items. 

Row 2 contains red numerical column headings for those 83 survey items.

Rows 3 through 34 contain the survey data for the 32 survey plots in Mato Grosso.

Rows 35 through 50 contain the survey data for the 16 survey plots in Jambi.

Columns B through Z, AA through AR, and AT through CG denote the 83 survey items for which data were collected. The abbreviations used for these items are principally explained in the file Data Legend.doc, and the necessary additional identifications may be found in www.cbmglobe.org. 

ANGRegns.xls identifies the regressands and regressors for the 1294 regressions used in Part 3 of the four-part article by Brewer, Hayes and Gillison submitted to TMS.
Row 1 identifies the regressors and Column A the regressands for the regressions numbered 1 through 1313, 19 of which were omitted as containing duplicated data. 

Rows 2 through 85 contain the identification numbers for these regressions. The 19 omitted as duplications are numbers 271, 350, 428, 505, 581 and 1048 through 1061.
